1. Election Commission of India in exercise of its powers under Article 324, Section 21 of
the Representation of the People Act, 1950 along with other applicable provisions of
the Representation of the People Act, 1950, has directed to begin the Special
Intensive Revision(SIR) in the NCT of Delhi vide letter dated 14.05.2026 for the
discharge of its constitutional mandate to protect the integrity of the electoral rolls.

3. In this regard, a meeting was held with all recognized political parties under the

Chairmanship of Chief Electoral Officer, Delhi on 19.05.2026.

4. Representatives of AAP, BJP, BSP, CPI(M), INC & NPP attended the meeting. During
the meeting CEO, Delhi informed them about the main objective of the Special
Intensive Revision(SIR) is “No eligible citizen is left out while no ineligible person
is included in the Electoral Roll”.

5. Political parties were also briefed about the important points of the law and procedures
of the SIR. All parties were also requested to appoint Booth Level Agents in respect of
all polling stations and also sought their cooperation for successful completion of SIR,
in accordance with the instructions of the Election Commission of India.

6. Certain queries were raised by the political parties regarding the SIR. CEO, Delhi
clarified the issues raised by the parties.
